0ffset or uncoated paper has a very rough finish. Unlike coated
paper, with its glossy appearance and ability to have a textured

coating applied on it, this material is porous and absorbs ink.

BOOKS

Swiss binding leaves the inner spine of the book visible.
The pages are glued only to the back cover, not the front.
It allows the spine of the book to lay fat while reading.
